Classroom Rules, Rewards, and Consequences



Supplies

1. ½ or 1” Binder: Students will be required to provide a binder for this class. It will be kept in the classroom and go home at the end of the semester. All notes, journals, and other small projects will remain in the binder throughout the semester. 

2. 3 Subject Dividers: Three subject dividers will be used in the binder to separate units and categories of class study. They can be any style. 

3. Pen or pencil: It would be wise to keep a pen or pencil inside your binder that is stored in the classroom. This way you will be always be prepared.

4. During the unit on teen parenting, you will be required to provide one 10-lb sack of flour. More information will be given before the assignment.

Procedures

Hall Passes: 

Each student will be given TWO hall passes per term. Hall passes are used by signing out on the Hall Pass Log that the teacher keeps. If your student has a unique situation that I need to be aware of, please let me know so that I can work with them. I realize that there will be emergencies that may require permission without a hall pass. We will handle these situations on an individual basis. 

Class Work:

· Teen Living includes a lot of class discussions and group activities. It requires a great deal of participation and your grade will depend on your involvement in class activities. 

· Every day there will be a journaling question on the board. You will be required to respond to these questions in your spiral notebook that will be kept in the classroom. 

· We will have worksheets for each unit and they will stay in your binder in the classroom. They will be graded at the end of each unit, so it essential that they remain in your binder in the classroom.

Learning Activities:

· As you learn about who you are, you will be expected to complete a project about yourself, your family, your friendships, etc. for each unit of study. 

· We may have the opportunity to have an etiquette dinner during school hours, but away from the school. This will be determined on the circumstances of the class, as a whole.

· Towards the end of the semester, students will participate in a simulated teen parent activity where they will carry around a flour sack baby for a few days. This assignment is significant to your grade. You WILL be required to provide your own flour sack. If you have concerns about this assignment, please feel free to speak with me.

Tests:

Tests will be given at the completion of a unit; if missed, you must make it up by the date specified (one week after the test is given) or receive a ZERO. Make-ups should be scheduled before school or during Quest Intervention time. I am not available after school because I am a part-time teacher. 

Make-up/Late Work: 

If you are absent, you will miss something. It is your responsibility to find out what you missed and what you need to do to make up the work. For written assignments, a Buddy Binder will be available with notes given during the day missed. You have one week to make up your notes. If they are not complete when a unit packet is turned in, you will not receive credit. We will be doing a lot of class discussion and group work so it is very important to be in class everyday. Do everything you can so that you don’t have to miss class. 

* If you know you will be absent for an extended period of time, please see me in advance so that I can make sure you receive all the work you will miss.*

Late work should not be an issue because worksheets and packets are to remain in the classroom. Late work will not be accepted one week after a unit is complete. 

Participation/Citizenship Grading:

Each term every student will start with 10 citizenship points. Points are maintained by being on time, being prepared, and being respectful. If these requirements are not met, students will lose points. If a student is tardy more than three times, they will lose points. If a student is disrespectful, they can lose up to 5 points. One point can be gained back by having consistent, good behavior for a week.
